BIOGRAPHY:
Dr. Robert E. W. Hancock, President and Co-Founder of Inimex Pharmaceuticals Inc. has been a professor and researcher in the Faculty of Microbiology and Immunology at UBC since 1978.  His extensive work in the area has brought him a lot of merits whether it be awards, research grants, or acknowledgements, and these has made him into a profound scholar who is near, if not, at the top of his field. Along with his many achievements, he is a dedicated member of several committees and organizations including the CDRC and CIHR.  His countless appointments have not deter him from his teaching responsibilities.  He has also been awarded with Teaching Excellence Awards at UBC.  In his free time, he reviews papers for several journals and consults for a number of pharmaceutical and biotechnological corporations.

3.4. CAPSI-PDW endowment fund

There is an accumulation of surplus over the years in the CAPSI account. F. Huang suggested putting $20,000 into an endowment fund. From the interest earned yearly, approximately $1000 will go towards PDW subsidization for UBC PDW delegates. This ensures that PDW delegates will have some form of subsidization every year. Any surplus interest can be reinvested into the account in order to make the money grow. Dr. Wasan commented that this should be seen as a legacy from the Council for future years. 

It was suggested that this be brought to the attention of the general CAPSI members. Year reps will make the announcement in class once a standardized statement regarding this fund has been finalized. F. Huang, A. Chernenkoff and the year reps will put together a standardized announcement. If there are any questions/concerns from general members, please forward these to F. Huang and A. Chernenkoff. The Council will hopefully announce the final decision during the Mid-year Report in September and we are hoping the funds can be used for PDW 2008 Edmonton.
3.5. CIBC Run for Cure Event

This is a national Breast Cancer event. F. Huang proposed that CAPSI put together a team consisting of students and faculty members to represent the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences. The run is on Sunday September 30th and the registration of $35 includes T-shirt and run-kit. If we want to put our team name on the T-shirts, the deadline to register is Sept 15, Saturday. If a person raises $150 or more, his individual registration fee of $35 will be waived. A. McLeod suggested that we should make the announcements in classes before the term ends, so that students who normally register early can sign up with our team. If students want to volunteer at the event instead, please forward their names to K. DeGirolamo, who represents Kappi Psi. Also, e-mail suggestions for team name to F. Huang before the next meeting.
