2.1 September Calendar

2.2 Welcome Back BBQ


A. Chernenkoff will be in charge of setting up the CAPSI booth at 10am. There will a poster on CAPSI and pamphlets to be handed out. The pamphlet contains the following information: who we are, what CAPSI does, who to contact, how to join and a list of events during CAPSI Awareness Week. Changes to the pamphlet have been suggested by various council members and will be noted in the copies to be printed.  Council members are encouraged to be present and interact with the 1st years. Target for this year is 70% of first years becoming members of CAPSI.

2.3 CAPSI Awareness Week (CAW)
