1. Call to order: 12: 03pm

2. Standing Business

2.1. Motion to adopt the minutes from September 17th, 2007
M. Harbin motions, A. McLeod seconds. All in favor, motion passed. 
2.2. Lectureship Award Presentation for Dr. Bob Hancock (A. Chernenkoff)

The presentation will be happening tomorrow, Sept 25 from 12-1pm at IRC 3. Year reps are to make announcements in class. Dr. Riggs and F. Huang will be helping to distribute brochures at 11:45am. 

2.3. PDW Information Session and registration wrap-up (F. Huang)

The information session on Tuesday, Sept 18, went well and another additional session was held for the 3rd years in the PhUS lounge from 12-1pm. 

Registration was opened this morning at 5am. 

4th years on rotation can still join CAPSI. They can send in their payment by cheque to F. Huang.

2.4. CAPSI Mid-year Report and 1st year representative elections (F. Huang)

This is happening on Sept 26, Wed, from 12-1pm in IRC 4. There will be a report on CAPSI events from last Sept to this Sept. In addition, K. Jung will be giving a financial report, M. Harbin will be giving a presentation on community outreach programs and A. McLeod will be presenting on IPSF. F. Huang will be sending more detailed information by e-mail tonight.  Lastly, we will hold 1st year CAPSI rep elections. Council members are to encourage 1st years to run. Nomination forms are on the website and the deadline is Sept 24, Monday at 4pm in the CAPSI senior rep mailbox in the PhUS lounge or electronically to A. Chan by Sept 25, Tuesday at 10pm. Year reps are to make announcements in class
2.5. IPSF Driving Range Fundraiser (A. McLeod)

A. McLeod will not be available to start setup at 5pm at the University Golf Course. M. Chan volunteered to help. Interested participants can pay the $10 fee on the actual day of the fundraiser. 

3. New Business

3.1. Pharmacy Clubs at PhUS Big Brother/Sister Dessert Night (F. Huang)

Every club is expected to man a booth at this event, where interested students can ask questions and sign up. Setup for the booth will start at 4pm. CAPSI council members who are interested in helping out should talk to F. Huang. 

In previous years, we usually get a sponsored item for PDW fundraising. However, CAPSI was unable to get sponsorship this year, so the idea of 50/50 was brought up to Kappa Psi, who usually runs 50/50 at pharmacy events. This suggestion was voted down by Kappa Psi. F. Huang will look into raffling off a gift basket instead. 

3.2. CSHP-CAPSI Hospital Pharmacy Student Award (J. Day)

The deadline to apply is Sept 28, Friday. Current information on the award is on the website, www.cshp.ca

3.3. Hospital Residency Information Night for 2nd years (J. Day)

This is coordinated by the various hospital residency coordinators and will be targeted for 2nd years. This event is happening on Oct 3, Wed, at 5:30-6:30pm at IRC 6. B. Taylor will work with J. Day in getting the details out to the 2nd years. F. Huang will be there that night to help out. 

3.4. IPSF HIV/AIDS Awareness Month (A. McLeod)

A. McLeod is working with Dr. Burt to help promote the HIV/AIDS presentation scheduled for Nov 8, Thu from 12-1pm.  A pharmacist, from an organization called Saltspring Organization for Life Improvement and Development (SOLID), will give the presentation regarding volunteer work in Africa. 

A. McLeod has also talked to the PhUS Senate Representative, L. Powell, about having campus-wide involvement for HIV/AIDS Awareness month. If you have contacts with organizations and/or students who have experiences in HIV/AIDS initiatives (i.e. Little Travelers), e-mail A. McLeod about them.
3.5. IPSF International Pharmacy Week (S. Leung)

This will be happening next week, Oct 1-5, Mon-Fri, from 12-1pm

S. Leung will talk to year reps regarding making announcements for International Pharmacy Week.

The presentation will cover the following topics:

Mon (CUNN 160): IPSF by A.McLeod, Student Exchange Program (SEP), Pharmacy Profession Awareness Campaign (PPAC) by J. Day

Tues (FNSC 50): IPSF internship by A. Chan and WHO internship by S. Leung

Wed (WOOD 4): recap of IPSF Congress in Taiwan. Delegates who went will make a short presentation on their own experiences. 

Thu (CUNN 160): volunteering abroad by K. DeGirolamo

Fri (WOOD 1): Pharmacists Without Borders presentation. Since there is no local BC branch, it is harder to get a presenter since travel costs are not covered by the organization.
3.6. Career Avenues on October 1st, 2007 (F. Huang)

This is happening at LSC, from 5-9pm on Oct 1, Monday. There will be various job opportunities present, including community pharmacy chains, hospital and the pharmaceutical industry. 

F. Huang has been working with UBC alumni to put this together. However, she needs help from the council in terms of setting up, cleaning up, handing out passports and pamphlets, etc. A sign up sheet for work shifts will be circulated via e-mail. F. Huang will give out signup sheets to year reps by tonight in order to get an estimate of how many people are attending, since catering is sponsored by Safeway.

3.7. Sweet Revenge Dessert Fundraiser (M. Chan and E. Wu)

This is happening on Oct 11, Thu from 5:30-8pm. 

For this year’s theme, we will go with a murder mystery. Council members are needed to play characters, so, if anyone is interested, contact M. Chan or E. Wu. 

In addition, council members are to help M. Chan and E. Wu by approaching their favorite dessert place and handing them a sponsorship package. In order to maintain good relations with sponsors, make sure that the sponsors are up-to-date with the success of the event.

3.8. CAPSI Fundraising Goals and budget update (F. Huang, K. Jung)

It is important for council members to have a common response to inquiries on the CAPSI budget. The surplus that has accumulated in the CAPSI account over the years has been withdrawn ($20,000) to create an endowment fund to help fund for PDW costs annually. 

Discounting the membership fees of current members for future years, we have, roughly, an operating budget of $4500 to work with.  We have a healthy budget right now, but we still have to continue our fundraising effort to break even. 

Motion: BIRT CAPSI UBC allocates the proceeds from Sweet Revenge to further help subsidize UBC PDW delegates this year.

F. Huang motions, A. Chernenkoff seconds. All in favor, motion passed.  

Motion: BIRT CAPSI UBC keeps all their fundraising events so far, which includes Welcome back clubbing event, Christmas Candy Grams, Valentines clubbing event, and Easter Candy Grams. 

F. Huang motions, A. Chan seconds. All in favor, motion passed.

4. Round Table
F. Huang: The CIBC Run for the Cure is this week, on Sept 30, Sunday. Interested people can still sign up. A. McLeod mentioned that you can get people to sponsor you online.
